BACKGROUND:
Ordinance 2023-08 corrects existing language found within this section of the municipal code and 
increases the building sewer permit and inspection fee from $750 to $1,000.

It also decreases the rate per unit for the wastewater user fee for 2023 from $10.50 to $10.00, the 
user fee for 2024 from $11.00 to $10.50 and the user fee for 2025 from $11.50 to $11.00.

Ordinance 2023-08 also amends, clarifies, and codifies the sewer averaging for usage in June, July, 
August, and September. This averaging was implemented in 2013 with the passage of Ordinance 
2013-52. 

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
It is recommended that the City Council discuss and approve Ordinance 2023-08 as submitted.

BACKGROUND :

In 2019, the City Council created a business district with a 1% sales tax on eligible items effective January 1, 
2020, as a funding source for public and private projects. In just three short years the city has reimbursed nearly 
$100,000 for building improvements within the boundaries of the business district. The private investments 
witnessed exceeds $500,000 for these building improvements. So far for 2023, there is $52,270 of public funds 
allocated for building improvements, with an additional $110,000 of private investment.

Amending the current boundaries of the business district was discussed during the FY2023 budget discussions 
and the City Council allocated money for a professional consultant to assist with these amendments. Staff has 
engaged with the original business district consultant, Moran Economic Development, in order to amend the 
current business district plan and its boundaries.

Representatives from Moran Economic Development will present the blight analysis for the proposed areas to 
be added, and the amended business development district plan at Monday evening�¶s City Council meeting prior 
to discussing Ordinance 2023-09.

Ordinance 2023-09 sets the date for the required public hearing for the evening of March 13 at 7:00 p.m. at the 
regularly scheduled City Council meeting. The required public notice of this public hearing will appear in the 
February 22nd and March 1st editions of the Piatt County Journal Republican.

To assure individuals have the opportunity to ask questions, city staff will notify all property owners and 
businesses located within the proposed area by mailing, as well as email if available.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
It is recommended that the City Council discuss and approve Ordinance 2023-09 as submitted thus setting the 
public hearing date as required.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF MONTICELLO THAT SETS THE PUBLIC
HEARING DATE FOR THE AMENDMENT OF A BUSINESS DISTRICT IN 

MONTICELLO

WHEREAS, the City of Monticello, Piatt County, Illinois (the �³City� )́ has the
authority to designate an area as a Business District pursuant to the Business
District Development and Redevelopment Law, constituting Section 65 ILCS
5/11-74.3-1, et seq., as amended (the �³Law�)́, to share business district sales tax
revenues generated by a redevelopment project in the proposed Business
District to induce a developer�¶s undertaking and performance of such project and
to provide for public infrastructure within the Business District; and

WHEREAS, on August 12, 2019 the City of Monticello approved
Ordinance No. 2019-40 establishing and designating the Monticello Business
District, approving the Monticello Business District Plan within the City of
Monticello, Illinois, and imposing business district taxes within the Monticello
Business District; and

WHEREAS, it is essential to the City�¶s economic and social welfare that its
business districts continue to be developed, maintained, and/or revitalized by
assuring opportunities for development and attracting sound and stable
commercial growth; and

WHEREAS, in order to further encourage development and
redevelopment within the Business District, the City is considering amending the
Plan by modifying the area, and updating certain activities and budgeted
expenses to be undertaken; and

WHEREAS, the City has received a plan from Moran Economic
Development, LLC (the �³Consultant� )́ titled �³Monticello Amended Business
District; Amended Business District Plan�´ (the �³Plan� )́ dated February 13, 2023,
providing for development of the proposed Business District which includes a
number of blight factors, and said Plan contains the Basis for Finding as a
Blighted Area regarding the parcels of real property proposed to be included in
the Business District; and

WHEREAS, the Law requires that the City set, by ordinance, the time and
place for a public hearing on the proposal to approve an amended business
district plan and designate a business district.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and City Council
of the City of Monticello , Piatt  County, Illino is, as follows:

1. THAT the preceding recitations in the upper part of this Ordinance are
realleged, restated and adopted as paragraph one (1) of this Ordinance; and

2. THAT the public hearing shall be held at the regularly scheduled City
Council meeting on March 13, 2023, beginning at 7:00 p.m., at the Livingston
Center, 224 E. Livingston Street, Monticello, Illinois, 61856.

3. THAT the Mayor, City Clerk, and City Attorney are hereby authorized to
publish and mail notices of the public hearing as required under the Act.

4. THAT this Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its
passage.
